•	� Only vehicles displaying a Vehicle pass will be allowed into the 
display areas. All other vehicles will be directed to the public 
parking areas.

•	� Display locations and movement of display vehicles are under the 
control of the show organisers.

•	� Clubs will select vehicles to parade in the show ring at specified 
times (numbers may be restricted to meet time schedules).

•	� The British Motor Museum and grounds are open to the public from 
10am—5pm.
